Summer
· Faculty mentors will meet with graduate fellows after the two-week summer workshop to discuss what was learned before the semester begins.
During the school year
· Faculty mentors will meet bi-monthly with graduate fellows to discuss how they are incorporating their research findings, scientific concepts, and methodology into the middle school curriculum.  
· Faculty mentors will visit their graduate fellow’s classroom once during the school year to give a brief (20 minute) talk about their particular field of expertise.
· Faculty mentors will participate in an end of the year focus group with the program’s outside evaluator.
· Understand and be supportive of the fact that Science Made Sensible is the fellow’s full-time job and that they should not be assigned additional lab work.

End of the school year

At the end of the year, graduate fellows, middle school teachers, and research mentors will attend a mini-symposium.  Fellows will give presentations summarizing their experiences and the impact on their teaching and team building skills.
